Yemen: Humanitarian Fund helps displaced
families survive the harsh winter
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As the brutal conflict in Yemen enters its fourth year, more than 3 million people (10 per cent of the total

population) have experienced the shock of displacement. Two million people remain internally displaced

across the country.

As with any conflict situation, people flee violence and leave everything behind. They end up in desperate
need of shelter, food, water, sanitation and access to health services. They are also more likely to be exposed

to protection risks, including human rights abuses and gender-based violence.
